Between you and me …

….we have at least one thing in common… our choices, our aspirations, our desire to discover or create beauty and harmony. 
 




However, paths differ.  
An atypical course allowed me to quench my thirst for large horizons, challenges, harmony and peace. Music, in all its forms, bathed my childhood and developed these values that later I wanted to transmit into my paintings. 
PHASES

In 1992, taking my first brushes, I had not in mind what they would do for me. 
They quickly led me to an international career. I was commissioned to paint large frescoes at foundations, hospitals, clinics, banks in Guatemala, San Salvador, Miami, Geneva. Orders followed each other, and perched on my ladders I was delighted. 
But, in 1997, a health problem forced me to restrict myself. 
I then despaired to find a way to feed my greed for space on small surfaces. Although my paintings were overflowing on the frames, it lacked in freedom. So, in a few years, painting and selling my surrealist works as you go, I was stifling in the opacity and format of the canvases. 
Not used to habits or limitations, I imagined other path where to mix tradition and innovation. The sudden idea of ​​adding today's tools to paint and draw to my traditional painting, offering both of them new perspectives, seemed to me luminous.  

S H A P E S  
The search - background and form - and mastering of new techniques took me two years. Work on transparency, layers, inks, harmonize the fades, shape the matter to obtain depth, energy, fluidity, movement, imagine how to project the shadow of my painting on the wall, learn the quality papers, the possibilities of prints, the properties of different media ... and transform my painted work, lighten it, restructure it, create it on new materials.

A fascinating and demanding journey as, in the end, the realization of the work often requires more than a hundred hours. 
If you look at my works on Plexiglas on your screen, please remember that the white parts are actually transparent. It is, in the general opinion, an irresistible attraction.  
S P A C E S
